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Before there was Barbie, there was Cissy. Introduced by Madame Alexander
and her doll company in 1955, CGissy was an oh so elegant adult, not a baby
doll as had been typical. Dressed “to the nines” at all times, her gowns
reflected haute couture of the day. CGissy is the embodiement of the
beauty and grace of her era.
